● Allow children safe and secure use of the Internet through a 

combination of site filtering, supervision and fostering a responsible

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Parents and Carers- I agree to:

● Ensure I support the School’s Uniform Policy by making sure my child wears 

the correct uniform which is clearly labelled, has an appropriate hair-style 

and only wears jewellery outlined in the policy 

● Support my child with Home Learning including reading, spellings and times 

tables. Ensure my child takes part in other opportunities provided by the 

school, such as Home Learning clubs and extra tuition groups 

● Attend parent/ teacher meetings and other opportunities provided by the 

school to support my child’s learning 

● Respect and trust the decisions made by the school regarding my child’s 

provision including allocation of classes 

● Read and respond when necessary to communication which comes from the 

school 

● Support the School’s Social Media Policy in terms of my own and my child’s 

behaviour online, which could upset, offend or threaten a member of the 

school community. To use photographs and recordings from school events 

responsibly, for my own personal use and only of my child
